HANDLING OF FUEL

. The engine of this product is
designed to run on a mixed fuel
which contains highly flammable
gasoline. You should never store
cans of fuel or refill the fuel tank in
any place where there is a boiler,
stove, wood fire, electrical sparks,
welding sparks, or any other
source of heat or fire which might
ignite the fuel.

. Smoking while operating the
brushcutter or refilling its fuel tank
is extremely dangerous.

2. Extract fuel from the tank, and
loose the drain screw of the float
cabin to extract fuel,turn on the
engine, and leave it running until it
stops naturally.

3. Remove the spark plug and put in
1~2 cc of 2-cycle oil in the engine.

4. Apply anti-rust oil to the metal
parts such as the throttle wire, put
the cover on the blade, and keep
it indoor avoiding dampness.
